KILMINGTON PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting Held in Kilmington Village Hall

at 7.30 p.m. on Thursday, 26th April 2007

1. PRESENT : Clir. R.W. Kerslake, (Chairman) 7 Councillors, the Clerk, Cty Clir. Hull, and 83 members
of the public.

2. WELCOME BY CHAIRMAN : the Chairman opened the meeting by expressing his delight at the large
number of residents who had come along to support the event.

He introduced the Guest Speaker, Mrs. Alison Vickers, who lives in the village and who had undertaken
to set up and co-ordinate the village website which she was going to demonstrate that evening.

3. TALK BY GUEST SPEAKER: Mrs. Vickers began her presentation by setting the exercise in the
context of the rapid expansion of use of the internet as a medium by people in their homes and the value
it would have for communication within the village and in publicising the village to the wider community
both within the United Kingdom and even world wide.

She then gave a live demonstration of the website which covered the range of information she had
already put in place and encouraged residents and local groups to let her have information which would
help to keep the site interesting and up to date. As well as present and future doings in the village there
is an archive section with old photographs and she appealed for further material for this section too.

She then responded to questions from the floor.

The Chairman thanked Mrs. Vickers for the hard work and dedication she had put into setting up the
website, which he felt sure would be a great asset to the community.

4, POLICE REPORT : P.C. Carmichael began his report by referring to the effect of changes which had
taken place within the force itself over the last four months, such as the arrival of Police Community
Support Officers and the appointment of a new Chief Constable. There had been some restructuring of
the way policing is done, such as the establishment of Crime Investigation teams to try and clear up low
level crimes. This had been done by reallocating staff from the response teams. Response teams were
now renamed as patrol teams.

P.C. Carmichael then gave a report on the crime pattern in the parish over the past year and responded
to questions from the public.

Clir. Kerslake thanked P.C. Carmichael for attending.

Refreshments were served at this point.
