MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT 7.30 P.M.ON TUESDAY 28TH AUGUST 2007.

IN THE CUDMORE ROOM AT KILMINGTON VILLAGE HALL.

1. PRESENT : Clir. M. Collier (Chairman), Clir. G. R. Davie, ClIr. S.R. Hodges, Clir. G.H. Hurford, ClIr.
S.A. Huscroft, Clir. S.J. Newbery, the Clerk and Cty. Clir. Hull were present. There were 2 members of the
public present.

2. APOLOGIES : Clir. C.H. Bolton (Vice-chairman), Clir. P.W.A. Dare, Clir. R. . Penzer, P.C. Carmichael
and Dist. Clir. Chubb had tendered their apologies.

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING : the minutes of the meeting held on 31st July 2007 had been
circulated to all Councillors. Clir. Huscroft, seconded by Clir. Newbery, proposed that they be adopted.
Agreed.

4. POLICE REPORT : P.C. Carmichael reported that there had been two crimes since the last meeting, one
was a drunk driver and the other a break-in at the skip transfer station. The matter of bikes using the
Roman Road was discussed. P.C. Carmichael explained that this is a B.O.A.T. (by way open to all traffic)
and could be used legally by off-road motor cycles provided that they comply with regulations. If regulations
are contravened then penalty notices can be issued which apply to both the rider and the cycle. An
associated problem is the use of the adjacent woodland. This however is private land and it would be up to
individual landowners to prohibit its use.

Clir. Newbery spoke of the noise nuisance. P.C. Carmichael replied that this problem could be addressed in
various ways, including vehicle condition legislation, highways and environmental health. He said that since
the location was advertised on the website it attracted people to come and use their motor cycles there. He
said that the Insp. Robin Cross had been up on occasions and said that he himself would try to come up
more often to monitor the situation.

Clir. Collier asked whether speed had been an issue in the recent fatal accident at the bottom of Gammons
Hill. He was told that it had not been a factor. He said that he was very supportive of the local community’s
desire for a speed limit. Councillors pointed out the number of facilites which were on the far side of the
A35 and which were difficult and dangerous for local people to reach, such as bus stops and the Farm
Shop. P.C. Carmichael said that one of the inhibiting factors is the high cost of acquiring the land to eanble
the road to be widened to accommodate traffic islands which would act as refuges for those crossing the
road.

Clir. Davie raised the issue of the striped area at the junction of Shute Road with the A35 and said he
understood that it had been intended that this be built up to force vehicles to decelerate on the A35 prior to
entering Shute Road which has a speed restriction of 30 m.p.h.

5. PUBLIC FORUM : in relation to the land at Pit Orchard, one member of the public asked what had been
meant by the term “legal reasons” in the letter from the planning enforcement officer. The point was made
that the strip on the northern edge of the site had been specifically excluded in from the area covered by the
Certificate of Lawfulness hence, presumably, it must be illegal for any structures/equipment relating to the
permitted businesses to be located other than the area covered by the certificate.

The Clerk will seek clarification from Mr. Steer-Kemp.

The damage done to Silver Street by large delivery vehicles was raised. The Clerk will contact Mr. Hoare
and/or Mr. Wilson regarding this.

Cty. Clir. Hull raised the matter of road safety on the A35 and stated that he had asked for this to be
considered as a matter of urgency at the forthcoming meeting of the nextd Highway and Traffic Orders
Committee meeting at County Hall. He asked for details to be given to him of the dangers to various user
groups such as school children, bus users etc.
