INUTES OF P EETING : the minutes of the meetings held on 17th June and 17th July 2007
had been circulated to all Councillors.

4. POLICE REPORT : on behalf of P.C. Carmichael, the Clerk reported that theonly crime recorded since
the last meeting had been a break-in at the skip transfer station.

5. PUBLIC FORUM : Mr. Foster reported that arrangements for the Show were ticking over but there were
concerns about the effect of the weather on the willingness of stallholders to transport their goods manually
from the car park to the field.

Mr. Kerslake questioned why the notice for the meeting had not been placed on the upper noticeboard and
why the agenda was not available for the website.

The Clerk said that she had posted the notice on both boards and the Chairman confirmed that he had
delivered the agenda to the webmaster himself.

Mr. Kerslake said that the allotment hedge had been it on only one side and asked that the other side be
cut.

He reported that he would be attending a meeting about affardable housing later in the week.

He asked what had happened to the village sign and when it would be coming back. The Chairman
responded that it had been noticed that the panel on which the picture had been applied had deteriorated as
the result of water penetration round the edge. It would be returned to its position as soon as remedial
measures had been taken.

Mr. Kerslake asked when the broken railing by the brook in The Street would be repaired as it had been
reported as damaged several months ago. The Chairman replied that since April, the Devon County
Council had introduced a different system of attending to such matters and waited until a sufficient list of
carpentry repairs had been accumulated in the area before sending someone out to do the work.
