MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT 7.30 P.M.ON TUESDAY 4th DECEMBER 2007.

IN THE CUDMORE ROOM AT KILMINGTON VILLAGE HALL.

1. PRESENT : Clir. M. Collier (Chairman), Clir. C.H. Bolton (Vice-chairman), Clir. P.W.A. Dare, Clir. G.H.
Hurford, Cllr. S.A. Huscroft, Clir. S.J. Newbery, the Clerk, P.C. Carmichael. were present. There were 2
members of the public present.

2. APOLOGIES : Clir. G. R. Davie, Clir. S.R. Hodges, ClIr. R. I. Penzer, Dist. Clir. Chubb and Cty. Clir.
Hull had tendered their apologies.

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS : the minutes of the meeting held on 9th October 2007 had been
circulated to all Councillors. Clir. bolton seconded by Clir. Hurford proposed that they be adopted. Agreed.

4. POLICE REPORT : P.C. Carmichael reported that there had been one crime since the last meeting of the
Council. He stated that he had been trying to check up on land ownership in the woodland areas off Roman
Road but with little success due to the complexities of ownership changes and tenancies. Checks on
vehicles had not revealed any breaches of the law.

P.C. Carmichael left at this point.
5. PUBLIC FORUM : matters raised from the floor included:

An enquiry as to when the village name sign on the A35 would be reinstated. The Chairman replied that a
replacement was being made and would be put in place as soon as possible.

The problems caused by flooding along the brook in Silver Street. It was thought that this might have arisen
from the infilling of a dip in a field further upstream which has resulted in more rapid run-off than had been
the case previously. The Clerk will speak to Mr. Hoare about whether any work is proposed on the culvert
under Bimbom Lane which might prevent the water backing up.

It may be that the problem arose partly because of the sheer intensity of the rainfall - a pattern which is
becoming more frequent, possibly as a result of changes in climate patterns.

An enquiry as to whether the Parish Council had any statutory duty in relation to the threat posed to the
village post office by the tranche of proposed closures to be announced in the near future. Cllr. Hurford
said that there was not statutory duty but Councillors were certainly concerned. After discussion it was
agreed that the Chairman and Vice-Chairman would speak to the Post Master and that the public be urged
to write to the local M.P.

That the pre-school group was in danger of having to close as it had not been possible to find a suitably
qualified individual to provide maternity cover on a supply basis for the coming term. Discussions with the
Head of the Primary School are on-going

The Chairman will speak to the webmaster, Mrs. Vickers, with a view to the matter being mentioned on the
website.

Two members of the public left at this point.
