INUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT 7.30 P.M.ON T L

IN THE CUDMORE ROOM AT KILMINGTON VILLAGE HALL.

1. PRESENT : Clir. M. Collier (Chairman), Clir. C.H. Bolton (Vice-chairman), Clir. PW.A. Dare, ClIr.
G.H. Hurford, Clir. S.A. Huscroft, Clir. S.J. Newbery, the Clerk, Cty. Clir. Hull ,Dist. Clir. Chubb, P.C.
Herridge and P.C.S.0. Jones. were present. There were 2 members of the public present.

2. APOLOGIES : ClIr. G. R. Davie, Clir. S.R. Hodges and Clir. R. |. Penzer, tendered their apologies.

3. MINUTE EET : the minutes of the meetings held on 26th February and 4th March
2008 had been circulated to all Councillors. Clir. Bolton seconded by Clir. Huscroft proposed that they be
adopted. Agreed.

4. POLICE REPORT : P.C. Herridge informed the Councillors that P.C. Carmichael had been seconded for
training in a different Section for three months and thought it likely that he would not be retuming to
Neighbourhood Beat work after that time. He hoped that P.C. Bennet, who is based at Honiton, might be
transferred to cover for P.C. Carmichael.

Reporting on the annual figures, P.C. Herridge said that there had been 25 crimes over the past 12 months
compared with 18 over the comparable period the previous year. Most of these had been of an
opportunistic nature.

The Chairman raised the matter of the frequency of accidents on the A35 in recent months and the

continued refusal of the authorities to permit any kind of speed limit, despite the record and the support of
the local police.

5. PUBLIC FORUM : the Clerk advised Councillors that she had had a telephone call from the District
Council indicating that they were seeking to provide two full days or four half days of play provision during
the summer holidays for children between the ages of five and sixteen. This was part of the sheme for
tackling lack of play opportunities in areas of rural deprivation which is being funded from a lottery grant.
She said she would let them have further details as she received them.

Cty. Clir. Hull advised Councillors that he had funds at his disposal to support local community groups. The
Chairman said that the play group was looking for funding.
