costs) formerly received from the District Council had been withdrawn. The Chairman responded that
Councillors were aware that the churchyard was a village amenity but added that no decision could be made
at the present meeting and that no allowance had been made in the budget for such a cost.

ivir. Foster asked what the money received for ihe Best Kept Viiiage Competition was to be spent on. The
Chairman replied that the prize had taken the form of vouchers and that it was intended that these be put
towards the materials needed to replace the chainlink fencing behind the village hall.

Cty. Clir. Hull said that he had requested a report from the Highway Agency on how they intended to spend
their budget allocation on the A35 in Kilmington in the coming year. He is awaiting a response.
